CANTERBURY WOODS POOL POLICIES

The Canterbury Woods pool belongs to all homeowners in our community and we can all take pride in the extensive improvements that have been recently. In the absence of pool attendants, each one of us is asked to participate in the responsible enforcement of the following regulations related to behavior in and around the pool. These rules were designed to ensure the safe , sanitary and peaceful use of our pool by all of our neighborhood members. All residents must agree to the conditions of the pool rules prior to use and your cooperation in upholding and maintaining these standards is appreciated.
ELIGIBILTY, ACCESS AND HOURS:
· Pool privileges, as well as the use of all other Canterbury Woods amenities, will be extended to all property owners in good standing who are current with their regime fees and any Architectural Review Committee (ARC) fines or penalties. Leased property owners may convey pool rights to tenants provided they ensure that the registration form is completed by the temporary resident occupying their home.
· Each eligible household will receive one control access key fob for entry at the pool gate after registration. Replacement fobs will cost $25. Be advised that access can be permitted or denied immediately based on fees and fines in arrears or inappropriate behavior that violates these regulations.
· The pool will open each year during the month of May and will close for the season in September. The dates will be announced on a yearly basis depending upon the weather conditions.
· Pool hours will be 6:30 am to 10:00 pm seven days per week. Please be advised that the pool may be closed in inclement weather, for operational maintenance or for special events.
· All members and guests are required to leave the pool facilities at the time the pool closes each day.
· Any unauthorized person(s) found inside the pool area when the pool is closed shall lose their pool privileges for the remainder of the season and may be prosecuted for trespassing.
POOL AREA RULES:
· No pets allowed
· No glass containers of any kind
· No smoking
· No alcoholic beverages
· No food allowed within 10 feet of the pool
· No drinks in the pool
· No chewing gum in the pool (a drowning risk if lodged in the throat)
· No skateboards, rollerblades, bicycles or other vehicles
· No diving, running, horseplay, excessive noise levels, abusive language or vandalism of pool property
· No playing with drain, skimmers or pool equipment
· Ipods, CD players and personal radios are permitted if used with earphones
· Appropriate attire required; no cut-offs allowed. This is a family pool – modesty in attire is requested.
HEALTH AND SANITATION:
· Pool privileges will be refused to persons having colds, coughs, inflamed eyes, infections, open sores, poison ivy or wearing bandages.
· Swimmers shall shower before entering pool.
· No spitting or other unhygienic behaviors
· Children not toilet trained MUST wear swim diapers. Parents will be fined $250 should the pool require a fecal decontamination by our maintenance company.
· Each resident is responsible for picking up his/her own trash.
SAFETY REGULATIONS:
· Children under 12 years of age must be accompanied by an adult
· The gate to the pool area is to remain closed and locked at all times, and is not to be propped open or otherwise left unsecured.
· Do not open the pool gate to let in unsupervised children or guests.
· Pool furniture must be kept at least 4’ from the pool edge (DHEC regulation)
· Weather:
· Thunder – everyone out of the pool for 15 minutes from the last time thunder was heard
· Lightening - everyone out of the pool for 30 minutes from the last time lightening was seen
· Heavy rain – pool must be emptied of swimmers if the bottom of the pool cannot be seen clearly during a rain storm. Swimmers may re-enter the pool only when the rain abates and the bottom can be seen.
GUEST POLICIES:
· The residents must be present with their guest(s) in the pool area at all times.
· Adult members have the responsibility to enforce rules to ensure the safety of all patrons and are legally responsible for damages caused by family or guests.
· Parents should be aware of the use of guest privileges by their children. Please do not misuse or abuse these privileges.
GENERAL:
· Any person deliberately damaging pool furniture or pool structures or trespassing after hours will be automatically suspended for an indefinite period and/or criminally prosecuted.

These rules have been developed for the safe operation of the pool in the best interest of the Community. The HOA has approved these rules and made them available to each member resident. They are posted on the Community website at www.canterburywoods.com and at pool side.
